Actual Cant angle is the angle relative to an imaginary 
line drawn from rail-to-rail, perpendicular to the stringer.

Apparent Cant Angle is the angle relative the the base of 
the fin

9° “V” plus Concave can cancel 
each other out resulting in 
almost 0° of actual cant.
